Example of how this applies to an investor

Angela had $10,000 in the fund at the start of the year and did not make any further
contributions. At the end of the year, Angela incurred a loss after fund charges were
deducted of $1,283 (that is 12.83% of her initial $10,000). Angela did not pay any other
charges. This gives Angela a total loss after tax of $1,350 for the year.

The unhedged foreign currency exposure is 40.43 % of the Net Asset
Value at 30 June 2022.
